
Aerial Alfonzo Rawlins Obituary

Aerial A. Rawlins, long time mid-Columbia resident, passed away July 23rd 1997 at his residence in Kennewick, WA. He was born in Lewiston, UT November 27, 1902 to Jasper A. and Cora Burbank Rawlins, the oldest of eight children.
